'SEA OF HEARTBREAK' IS A ALL-TIME FAVUORITE BY DON GIBSON THAT PORTRAYS
A MIND OF A SEA/N\AN LONGING FOR HIS LOST LOVER. STARTING \WITH “THE
LIGHTS IN THE HARBOR THEY ODON' T SHINE FOR ME, " THE SONG MIGHT FIRST
APPEAR THAT IT Is ABOQT A DARK SEA OF DESPAIR, A HEART BREAK. HOWWEVER,
AS THE SONG GOES ON, THE DESPAIR AND THE HEART BREAK BECO/VAE PORIFIED
\WHEN ONE CRIES HIS HEART OQT SINGING THE/W\ BEFORE THE OCEAN. THEN THE
EMPTY HEART FILLS AGAIN BY THE SEA SHORES SPREAD OQT IN FRONT OF QS AND
SEA THAT FILLS TILL THE HORIZON.

THE \WWAVES ROSHING IN THE SHORE OF OADOAEPO NOW ARE NOT DIFFERENT
FROM THE ONES IN THE PAST. \WAVES HAVE CONTINQED SORGING IN AND
SWEEPING OOT SINCE THE EPOCH \WHEN THE LAND IS FOR/MED THE \WAY

IT Is. THE SEA NEXT TO THE LAND CONTINQE ITS BEING IN THE FOTORE \A/ITH
THE \WAVES OF ETERNITY. IT IS \WHERE LIE THE ARTS; SOMETIMES SPILLING
SOMETIMES BREAKING LIKE \WAVES.

IF SEA \WORKS AS THEY \WAVUE ONWEARYINGLY, \WHAT IS THE \WORK THAT

ART CAN COMMIT? IN THE \WORLD OF ONCERTAINTY; CLIMATE IS IN CRISIS;
REFOGEES |ISSQES ARE HARD TO STITCH QP ; AND \WE NEED AT LEAST THREE
MNORE PLANETS TO PROVIDE RESOORCES \WHEN CONSIDERED THE CORRENT
SPENDING RATE OF THE RA\W MATERIALS, \WHAT ART MQST DO? NATORE
MOST CONTINQE DOING HER \AJORK \WITH PERSEVVERANCE, AND ARTISTS MOST
CREATE AND SPEAK QP THEIR VOICES TO REACH THE OTHERS ACROSS THE GREAT
ABYSS. THE SEA ART FESTIVAL IN TORN, SHOOLD MAKE A FESTIVAL THAT FILLS
THE HEARTS OF THE CITIZENS OF BQSAN AGAIN AT DADAEPO OF NOSTALGIA FOR
THEM WITH THE ART WORKS THAT REFLECT THE REALITY.

THE SEA ART FESTIVAL IS NOT ONLY AN ART EVENT QNIQQE TO BQSAN, BOT

ALSO AN EVENT ONODERWENT BOTH THE HISTORY OF ACHIEVE/MNENT AND PAINS.
WITH THE MINDSET AS IF \WE ARE STANDING AT A START POINT, THIS YEAR

THE FESTIVAL RETHINKS THE ROLES AND FONCTIONS OF THE FESTIVAL ; \WHICH
WAY THE SEA ART FESTIVAL CAN RESPOND TO THE OEMANDS OF THE TIME TO
CONNECT THE ARTS TO THE REAL LIFE?; \WHAT KIND OF FOR/W\S SHOOLD THE SEA
ART FESTIVAL TAKE IN ORDER FOR PEOPLE OF BQSAN MAY ENJOY IT TOGETHER?
THE FESTIVAL STARTS WITH SOCH QUESTIONS.

ART IS A BAROMETER \WITH \WHICH ONE CAN REFLECT THE LIVES OF
CONTEMPORARIES. ART MAY SHINE AT THE MOST ONLY \WHEN THEY ARE
CONNECTED TO 'OQR LIVES, NOW AND HERE.' THOS SEA ART FESTIVAL 2019
MOST RENE\W ITSELF AS A NEWW FOR/MW OF FESTIVAL BY TORNING THE CONDITION
OF ART WHICH IS ALIENATED FROM THE LIFE INTO ITS ORIGINAL, IDEAL STATE
AND CONNECTING THE LIVES OF THE PEOPLE.

2019'S SEA ART FESTIVAL PAYS ATTENTION TO 'SEA.’' IN OTHER \WORDS, THE
EXHIBITION THEME \AJAS DEVELOPED AROQND THE ISSQES OF 'ENVIRONMENT, '
AND 'ECO-SYSTEM' QPON \WHICH OOR LIVELIHOODS ARE DEPENDED AND

THROOQGH ART THE STORIES OF OORS \WHO ARE SORROQNDED BY SEAS AND \WHO
EXPLOIT THE EARTH.

SEA ART FESTIUAL 2019 NOT ONLY CELEBRATES THE ARTS BOT ALSO PROVIDES

A PLATFOR/M ON WHICH 'HEALING' MAY CO-EXIST THROOGH 'ECOLOGY,’
"ENVIRONMNENT,' AND 'REGENERATION.' THE PARTICIPANTS AND THE VIE\AERS
ALIKE \WILL GET HANDS ON EXPERIENCE AND FEEL THE ECOLOGY AND

FIRST HELD IN 1987 AS ONE OF THE COLTORAL PRE-EVENTS AHEAD OF THE 1988
SEOQL OLYMWPICS, THE SEA ART FESTIVAL HAS TAKEN PLACE EVVER SINCE AS
ONE OF BQOSAN'S PREMIER ART CELEBRATIONS. STAGED IN A ONIQOUE FORMAT
AGAINST THE BACKDROP OF BOSAN'S NATORAL SEASIOE ENVIRON/WNENT, THE
SEA ART FESTIVAL HAS sOOGHT TO BRING THE POBLIC CLOSER TO ART BY QSING
CONTEMPORARY ART TO REINTERPRET THE SEA INTO A NE\W ARTISTIC SETTING.
HELD EVERY YEAR BETWEEN 1987 AND 1996 AT THE BEACHES OF HAEQNOAE AND
GWANGALLI, IT \WAS sOBSEQQENTLY INTEGRATED \WITH THE BOSAN BIENNALE;
SINCE 2011, IT HAS TAKEN PLACE EVERY ODD-NQ/MWNBERED YEAR AS ITS O\WN
INDEPENOENT ART FESTIVAL.

IN ADDITION TO THE \WORLD-RENOWNED BQOSAN TOQRIST OESTINATIONS
REPRESENTED BY THE BEACHES AT HAEQNDAE AND G\WANGALLI, THE BOSAN
BIENNALE ORGANIZING COMMITTEE HAS CONTRIBOTED TO EXPANDING ARTISTIC
ACCESS AND ACHIEVING BALANCED OEVELOP/MNENT IN BQSAN BY HOLDING

DIVERSE WITH THE INCLOQSION OF FESTIUVAL PROGRA/W\S AND EDQCATION
PROGRA/MNS BASED ON COOPERATION \WITH BOSAN-AREA ARTISTIC GROQPS,
WHICH HAVE CREATED AN ENVIRONMENT FOR HARMONY AND SHARED BENEFITS
